Tree: Ohio Buckeye

The Ohio buckeye, the state tree of Ohio, is found primarily on bottomland sites with moist, but
well drained soils. The Fruits of Ohio buckeye usually contain one seed, commonly called

buckeye nuts, are contained in a slightly spiny, golden-brown, husk. The buckeye received this
designation in 1953.
